1. The structural integrity of the neighbouring garden following 
the excavation 

2. The proposed design & height of the proposed replacement to 
the existing wall which borders the highway. 

3. Any decrease in Road & Footpath safety during or after 
construction changes take place 

4. That the majority of this Planning Application is retrospective   

 

Cllr Morris agreed to draft a proposed response quantifying the 
Councils objections & concerns to the application and circulate to all 
councillors for approval prior to submission to SNC Planning.

19/09/653 Traffic matters; 

653/1 Bypass; Cllr Morris informed the meeting that £250K had been 
awarded to Northants County Council by South Northants Council 
towards the initial planning cost of the by-pass to the point of a Public 
Consultation in Q2 of 2020. This Public Consultation will continue on 
from the Public Consultation of 2015. 

More finance will be needed to fund the design phase from Public 
Consultation to Pinch Point Bidding. Andrea Leadsom MP is currently 
researching sources of this additional funding.   

Cllr Willett said we need to continuously be checking that NCC are 
progressing towards meeting the deadlines on a known plan. 

It was resolved that Cllr Morris will establish a plan in association with 
the office of Andrea Leadsom MP & then diarise this for regular 
updates towards the securing of additional funding & onwards to 
finalisation of a Bidding plan 

653/2 HS2 Matters; Cllr Morris reported that the safety improvements 
required to the traffic crossing on main road are now an official project 
with NCC Highways. NCC have been HS” funding to plan & cost all the 
projects. These details will go to a NCC cabinet for approval and then an 
application for costs from the promised HS2 will be submitted. Cllr 
Morris wondered that with the government review of HS2 taking place, 
would the Road Safety Budget for the project still be in place?  

We have been waiting since January for the estimates of additional 
traffic (not construction traffic) which might migrate from the Welsh 
Lane to the A422 once HS2 construction begins.  

NCC have advised that HS2 will give them data for this very soon  

It was resolved that Cllr Morris would enquire whether the HS2
